Registering with U.S. Embassy/Consulate  
Heifer Study Tour participants are encouraged to register with the nearest U.S. Embassy or 
consulate. Registration is important as it will keep you updated on local travel security and allows 
the State Department to assist U.S. citizens during an emergency. U.S. citizens can register at 
https://travelregistration.state.gov or directly with the nearest U.S. Embassy or consulate.

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Health and Vaccination Information 
To ensure proper health preparations prior to your tour, meet with your health care 
provider. Information and medical/inoculation recommendations for travelers can be 
found at the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention website - www.cdc.gov/travel. 
Be aware that some countries require documented proof of a current yellow fever 
vaccination upon entering the country. 
 
Required Travel Documents 
If your passport will expire within 6 months of your return date, you will need to renew 
your passport prior to leaving the country. If you have less than two blank pages left in 
your passport, you will need to apply for more pages. If visiting South Africa, the blank 
pages must be adjacent to one another. Country specific requirements are listed below. 
Romania 

·  Visa – U.S. citizens do not require a visa for stays less than 90 days. While in 
Romania, you must carry identification documents, such as your passport, at all 
times. The U.S. Embassy recommends carrying a photocopy of relevant 
identification documents at all times. 

Moldova 
·  Visa – U.S. citizens do not require a visa. Registration is not required for stays 

less than 90 days within a six-month period. 
 

Options For Obtaining Your Tourist Visa 
1. Send your visa applications and passport directly to the country embassy. 
2. Use a Visa Service (typically charges $50 plus appropriate country visa charges).
